Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

January 11, 2011
Member Steve Winterquist, acting as Mayor pro tempore in the absence of Mayor Bey called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  Council members present were Terry Miller, & Jared Purdy.  Also present was Nic Miller, Jonathan Garaas, and Brad McCully.  Motion (Miller, Purdy) to approve the December 13th council meeting passed unanimously. 
Attorney Garaas provide the council with the updated chapters of the draft ordinance book.  At the next council meeting the council will review all rates for fines, fees, etc. for the ordinance book.  Attorney Garaas noted that he still has to do some research on the draft sewer agreement, but hoped to have a draft to Fargo this month.
Brad McCully presented the minutes from the January P&Z minutes.  He noted that council member Olson will attend every other P&Z meeting.
Auditor Miller noted that he sent an invoice to Excavating Inc for $2,500 for the damages that were done on 45th street this spring.
Motion (Miller, Purdy) to invite the ET area residents to the north to the city council meeting in February at 8pm to discuss the future of the ET area of Reile’s Acres, passed.  Auditor Miller will send the letters to each resident and invite them to the next meeting.  Some discussion was had on if a term should be specified as to the length of time the City should allow the area to be ET and when it should become part of the City or be on its own and part of Fargo’s ET area. 
No building inspector report was available for review.

Motion (Miller, Purdy) to approve the application for abatement or refund of taxes for the 2010 tax year with the total value being reduced from $425,000 to $385,000 for the home at 4502 N 37th Ave, passed.
Motion (Purdy, Miller) to approve the December and 2010 year-end monthly financial report passed unanimously.  Member Miller verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Purdy, Miller) to pay the following bills unanimously passed:  Council and employee wages 1728; IRS fund 132.19; Cass County Electric 323.97; City of Fargo 5595; Metro Disposal 1644.75; Val Tareski 25; Chase Card 1122.13; Nichelson Oil 1106.31; WF Pioneer 50.22; Wallwork Truck Center 361.54; Jim’s Towing 100; ND Rural Water 75; Cass County Treasurer 211.69; and IRS 772.34.
