Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

March 8, 2011
Mayor Bey called the meeting to order at 7:14pm.  Council members present were Jared Purdy and Steve Winterquist.  Also present was Nic Miller, John Davies, and Jonathan Garaas.  Motion (Purdy, Winterquist) to approve the February 8th and March 2nd council meetings passed unanimously. 
Jonathan Garaas noted that the proposed sewer agreement will be mailed to Fargo tomorrow.  He noted that Harwood and LakeSure are also trying to get the same rate plan we are.  He also said that he was planning to have the first final draft of the ordinance book ready for review at the next council meeting.  It is the plan to have the first reading of the new ordinance book at the April Meeting, provided P&Z and the Council have the copy for review prior to the April meeting.  I notice will be posted for the first reading.
The council identified the area throughout town that they will hire a contractor with a skidsteer snowblower to blow snow later this week.  The plan will be to do as much as possible to limit the amount of work when there is water standing.  An email will be sent out to residents, so everyone is aware of this action. 
John Davies presented the minutes from the 3/6 P&Z meeting.  The recommended that the council appoint Carl Blank and Shane Amundson to the P&Z committee to replace Todd Bjordahl and John Davies.  They also had recommendation for the variance process.  Auditor Miller will provide that info to attorney Garaas for the ordinance book.  P&Z also recommended that the council send out a monthly newsletter with the utility bill as part of an education process concerning city activities and processes.  The council discussed the newsletter and no action was taken at this time. 
The P&Z committee is still looking for a secretary to replace Val Tareski, who is planning to retire when a replacement is found.  The position pays $25/month and the committee usually meets on the Sunday preceding the council meeting at 8pm.  Interested parties can contact John Gibbs or Jefferson Bey.

Mayor Bey appointed Carl Blank to the open position on the P&Z term ending March 2016 and Shane Amundson to the open position ending March 2015.
Motion (Winterquist, Purdy) to change the weight restrictions on all the roads in the city from a maximum weight of 65,000lbs to 48,000lbs and implement spring weight restrictions from March 15 to April 20th that restrict the maximum weight to 36,000lbs; passed unanimously and will go into effect immediately.  The weight restrictions will cause some issues when residents try to haul in dirt or concrete during the spring and may require smaller loads throughout the year, but are necessary to keep the integrity of our road system.  It was also noted that this should help deter some of the thru trucks that travel 45th street regularly.  Auditor Miller noted that he will order the new signs ASAP.

The council talked briefly about projects that it would like to complete this upcoming year.  Those projects included residing the park shelter, removing the mulch in the 6th addition park and replacing it with pea rock, crack seal and spot replacement road projects, and repairs to the sewer system in the older section of town.

The council reviewed the mosquito agreements from Cass County Vector Control and Airborne Custom Spraying.  It was decided to send in the agreement with Cass County as their aerial spray rate is $315 and truck spraying was $70/application, compared to $700-800 for Airborne Custom Spraying.  The City will use them as a backup to the existing truck sprayer owned by the City.

Member Miller verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Winterquist, Purdy) to approve the February monthly financial report and pay the following bills unanimously passed: Council and employee wages 1984.50; IRS fund 151.81; Cass County Electric 494.94; City of Fargo 5669.60; Metro Disposal 1644.75; Val Tareski 25; Chase Card 188.88; WF Pioneer 59.13; Nichelson Oil 1081.73; ND Sewage Company 184.90; North Improvement 164.25; ND State Auditor 200; Advanced Business Methods 360.70; and Steve Krueger 1000.
Motion (Winterquist, Purdy) to adjourn the meeting carried.  Mayor Bey adjourned the meeting at 9:40 pm
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
