Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

July 12, 2011
Mayor Bey called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  Council members present were Aaron Olson, Jared Purdy, and Steve Winterquist.  Also present was Nic Miller, Jonathan Garaas, and several residents.  Motion (Olson, Purdy) to approve the June 14th council meetings passed unanimously. 
Kevin Shiermeister from the ET area to the north of the city presented a variance request for a 34’x56’ shop at his property at 4106 45th ST N.  No action was necessary by the council as the building falls within the guidelines for the ET area.  Auditor Miller directed Kevin to contact building inspector Perry Ronning to complete the paperwork for the building permit.

Jay and Heather Dick presented a variance request to build an accessory building on their property for a 1008 square foot building; the current ordinance only allows a 1000 square foot building. Motion (Winterquist, Purdy) to grant the variance for the accessory building to be 1008 feet, passed unanimously.   Jay noted that they will meet the setback requirements in the ordinances and will not need a variance.
Carl Blank and John Gibbs from P&Z noted that they did not have a quorum for their meeting on Sunday night so no meeting was held.  John also noted that they are still in search of a secretary to take over from Val Tareski. The pay for the position is $25/month and the committee meets once a month on the Sunday evening before the council meeting.

The city was served notice of Harwood and Lakeshure estates suing the City to separate or sell the Harwood Lagoon this month.  Attorney Garaas noted that he wasn’t completely done with the response but will have it submitted by the due date.  
A few residents came and expressed concerns about mosquito counts and spraying.  Aerial spraying was talked about and mosquito counts from Vector were reviewed.  Vector control has a light trap in Adam’s drive and the city is receiving counts on a regular basis.  The city has contracted with Vector to do a vegetation application in the city for $315.  This application will treat the tree rows, hedges, and vegetative areas in the city by backpack and handheld sprayers.  The council will treat the dike to the west and the ditch to the north of the City with the ULV sprayer on the back of the ATV and see if the helps the issue. Auditor Miller will contact Vector to see if they can add another light trap on the southwest side of the city. 
Drainage in the 6th addition was talked about.  Member Olson noted that he has received a few bids but is still contacting a few more contractors to see if the will bid the project also.  Once the bids are received he plans to gather the residents in that area and go over the possible funding options.  Drainage throughout the rest of town was discussed.  Member Olson will contact one more contractor to get addition pricing.  The first area to be done will be along 32nd Ave from Landview to the dike.  
Member Purdy noted that the new overhead door was installed in the shop.  He also provided an estimate from Precise Improvements to repair and roof the park storage shed for $2175.  Motion (Purdy, Olson) to approve the repairs of $2175 to the city storage shed passed unanimously.

The first draft reading of the new ordinance book was held.  Motion (Winterquist, Olson) to approve the first draft reading of the new ordinance book with one change; accessory building size from 1000 square foot to 1008 square feet, passed unanimously.  The second and final reading of the new ordinance book will happen at the August council meeting.
Auditor Miller noted that a notice for the city picnic on August 2nd from 6-8pm and the notice of the monthly bill increase from $58 to $59 for August were sent in the July bills.
Auditor Miller noted that Key Contracting was done with the sewer repairs for this year.  All the manholes in the City have liners and extensions, several have new bottoms, and all leaking joints were sealed.  The City still has about $15,000 worth of epoxy spinning repairs that we plan to do next year. 

Member Winterquist noted that he still hadn’t heard back from Border States on the pricing for crack seal, but will meet with them next week to go over the spot replacement areas.  Auditor Miller noted that he had contacted Northwest crack seal and they will be out to give an estimate for the crack seal in the next week.

Member Miller was not present to provide the engineers findings for the estimate to raise 32nd Ave.  The estimate will be reviewed at the August meeting.  Depending on the costs the city would like to complete that project so that flood preventative measures would not be needed in the future.

Member Purdy verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Purdy, Olson) to approve the June monthly financial report and pay the following bills unanimously passed: Council and employee wages 1770; IRS fund 135.41; Cass County Electric 165.12; City of Fargo 5744.20; Metro Disposal 1886.50; Val Tareski 25; WF Pioneer 25.92; Chase Card 1211.97; Isaac Krueger 20; Jared Marthe 20; Reed Gleason 50; Mackenzie SteMarie 50; IRS 1831.70, Bachmeir Homes 1000; Aggregate Industries 2368.72; and Precise Improvements 978. 
Motion (Winterquist, Olson) to adjourn the meeting carried.  Mayor Bey adjourned the meeting at 10:31 pm.
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
