Regular MEETING OF CITY COUNCIL

Minutes subject to council review and revision

August 9, 2011
Mayor Bey called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  Council members present were Aaron Olson, Jared Purdy, Terry Miller, and Steve Winterquist.  Also present was Nic Miller, and several residents.  Motion (Miller, Olson) to approve the July 12th council meetings passed unanimously. 
The residents along 32nd Ave came to the meeting as asked by the council to discuss options for raising 32nd Ave.  Member Miller noted that the engineer was unable to make it to the meeting to provide the cost estimates for the two options being considered.   
Shane Amundson presented the minutes from the 8-7 P&Z minutes.  A discussion was had about the current building process and whether all permit applications should come through P&Z prior to being approved.  It was noted that several permits have been approved that should have required variance approval over the last few years and it the process hasn’t shown improvement.  No decision was made during the meeting.  Amundson also discussed the need for a P&Z secretary and various options they are considering.
Member Olson noted that Gopher excavating will be out next week to start ditch cleaning with a mini-excavator and a tracked skid steer.  They will try to minimize the damage to resident’s yards with the track machine and only take the necessary dirt out of the center of the ditch with the mini-excavator.  It is uncertain how much of the city will be done at this time, as it will depend on how fast it goes as they will be paid by the hour.  Member Olson also noted that he did receive some bids for a few of the drainage projects within the city, but is waiting for some revision as the contractors bid the project with different sizes of pipe.  When he receives those revisions he will begin contacting residents to determine interest over the next month.
The second and final reading of the new ordinance book was held.  Motion (Purdy, Olson) to approve the new ordinance book as presented passed with all members voting in favor.
Mayor Bey noted that several residents from the 8th addition have been asking about trees and other promises that were made to them from the realtor or developer.  The council advises those residents to seek solution with the realtor or the developer as the City does not have obligations as the contract is between the residents and the developer.

It was noted by Auditor Miller that the new vendor for Mosquito chemical  is almost half the price of the other vendor, so if desired the city could spray twice as much if needed and still be within the budget for the year. 
It was asked by a member from the 8th addition that Baker’s Lane be opened to allow traffic to go through.  Auditor Miller stated that he will move the barricades and put additional signage on the north Baker’s lane and on 35th Ave to deter trucks from driving thru.

Member Winterquist noted that he met with Roadway Surfaces about crack sealing and they will complete crack sealing later this year throughout the city after the spot replacement has been completed.  He also noted that Border States estimated that they won’t be able to complete spot replacements until early September.
It was suggested by Auditor Miller that the City review plans from 5-6 years ago for adding a new sign to the south and north sides of the city.  Member Purdy noted that he will look into the costs and some different options for the next meeting.

Member Olson verified the city’s checking account balances and money market savings balance.  Motion (Purdy, Olson) to approve the July monthly financial report and pay the following bills unanimously passed: Council and employee wages 3095; IRS fund 236.77; Cass County Electric 354.61; City of Fargo 5744.20; Metro Disposal 1886.50; Val Tareski 25; WF Pioneer 31.98; Chase Card 1010; Austin Horsager 177; Turf Tammers 12950; Tabitha Miller 118.33; Adapco 273.25; Sam’s Club 324.71; ND Insurance Dept 456.76; Jared Purdy 119; City of Fargo 10342.50; and City of Harwood 400.95.
Motion (Olson, Purdy) to adjourn the meeting carried.  Mayor Bey adjourned the meeting at 10:19 pm.
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
