March 6, 2011
President Gibbs called the meeting to order at 8:00 PM at the City Park Shelter.  Commission members Robert Bohmert, John Davies, and John Gibbs were present.  Member Brad McCully was absent.  Commission Secretary Val Tareski and one city resident were present.  President Gibbs led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.  The minutes of the February 7, 2011, regular Commission meeting were presented for review.  Member Davies moved, Robert Bohmert seconded, that these minutes be approved.  Motion carried.

Old Business:  Member Davies reviewed the City Council February 8 meeting activities related to the Commission.  Member Davies plans to attend the March 8 City Council meeting.

Member Davies moved, Robert Bohmert seconded, to recommend that the City Council should pursue an Extraterritorial (ET) agreement between the City of Fargo and the City of Reile's Acres that is the same as the previous one relative to the areas included and the number of years that the agreement is in force.  All members present voted in favor of the motion, so the motion carried.

Member Davies moved, Robert Bohmert seconded, to recommend to the City Council that the following procedure regarding the enforcement of building permits and other zoning requirements that are not followed properly:  Each of the following steps are to be taken if the previous step does not yield a resolution of the issue.  First, the City Auditor sends a letter to the party involved.  Second, the City Attorney sends a letter to the party involved.  Third, a citation be issued and the proper process for the Municipal Court be followed.  All present voted aye, so the motion carried.

Member Davies moved, Robert Bohmert seconded, to recommend to the City Council that the process outlined in the previous motion be pursued regarding the construction in the ET area at 4318 47th St. N that had no permit.  Everyone voted yes, so the motion carried.
Member Davies moved, Robert Bohmert seconded, to recommend that the following requirements be adopted by the Commission for an individual making either a Variance request or a Conditional Use Permit request:

1.
Name and contact information of individual making the request

2.
Address and legal description of property involved in the request

3.
Written description of proposed variance/conditional use

4.
Plan drawing showing the proposal

5.
Names, addresses, and dated signatures of 3/4th of neighbors agreeing to the request

6.
Initial application must be made personally at a Planning & Zoning Commission meeting
A vote on the motion showed all in favor, so the motion passed.
Building Inspector's Report:  No report was available.

New Business:  Member Davies moved, Robert Bohmert seconded, to recommend to the City Council as part of an education process concerning City activities and processes that the City distribute a one page newsletter each month, included with the city garbage and sewer billing, that primarily focuses on one city topic each month.  The motion carried, as all members present voted in favor. 
Member Davies term on the Commission ends this month.  President Gibbs thanked him for his service to the City.
