President Gibbs called the meeting to order 8:00PM at the City Park Shelter. Commission members Shane Amundson, Carl Blank, and Brad McCully were present. Mayor Jefferson Bey, Building Inspector Perry Ronning and Commission Secretary were also present. Member Robert Bohmert was absent. President Gibbs led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance. The minutes of the September 11, 2011 regular Commission meeting were presented for review. Member Brad McCully moved, Shane Amundson seconded, that these minutes be approved. Motion carried.

Old Business: Member Blank attended the September 13 City Council meeting. The Council advised for the P&Z members to bring empty binders so that they could receive the updated Ordinance book. The Council also had a discussion regarding auxiliary buildings in the ET area were discussed, as well as the city’s drainage issues.

Perry Ronning provided a zoning map of Horace as an example of what the city could do for the ET area.  It was also discussed how many animals to allow per acre. No motions were made and the discussion was tabled until the next meeting. No ET member met with Fargo to work out a new ET agreement, and it was decided it was up to the city to work out any such agreement.

Member Amundson will attend the City Council meeting on October 11th.


Building Inspector’s Report: Perry Ronning provided an oral report of current building activities and the status of the present permits.


New Business: The Commission had a discussion with Mayor Bey regarding the drainage issues for the city and different options that the City has available to them. The options included digging out the ditch, moving culverts, and/or re-sloping ditches from a 3 to 1 slope to a 4 to 1 slope. It was discussed to look around for other options and possibly funding or grants. The discussion was tabled until next month.
